They 
even climbed the 450 steps to the top on the 
Basilica's bell tower. 

Dear Friends in Christ, 

Thank you so very much for your support of the 2024-25 

Christ’s Mission Appeal.  Our goal was $60,890 and we raised 

$62,292, exceeding the goal by $1,402 which comes back to 

the parish.   

This weekend is the information weekend for the 2025-26 

appeal.  In the intervening week, you should receive your 

mailings from the diocese, and commitment weekend is next 

weekend.   

There are a few changes from last year’s appeal. The first is the 

goal amount.  The diocese has gotten rid of the former 

complicated calculation and instead a simple assessment of 

16% of the last three years Sunday Offertory.  After applying 

the min/max change limit, our goal for 2025-26 is lowered to 

$51,757.   

The other significant change is that the appeal window has 

been shortened.  To avoid the appeals coming back to back 

every year, the appeal window is shortened to 6 months and 

will run through April 2026.  As always the appeals can be done 

as a one time pledge, or as monthly assessment, online or by 

check.  

Also please note that next weekend is our Mission COOP 

weekend and we will host Fr. Santhiyagu of the Fransalian 

religious order.  There are Mission COOP Appeal envelopes in 

the main gathering space, and we will take up a second 

collection for the Mission COOP Appeal next weekend.
