Since the Eucharistic Revival we have been
reposing the Blessed Sacrament at St. Patrick
Church on a year by year basis. Since last year
Bishop Gruss has given permission for it to
continue throughout my assignment at the Parish.
This not normally permitted at an Church of
Occasional Use.

One detail that | discovered while researching
something else for a project for the diocese is that
anywhere the Eucharist is reposed, Mass should
be celebrated twice monthly.

Looking at our calendars, our sacramental
ministers, our musicians and prayerful reflection
on our resources we will adjust our weekday Mass
schedule as follows. On the first, third, and fifth
Wednesday’s of the month Mass will be at St.
Vincent de Paul Church at 10:00 AM. On the
second and fourth Wednesday’s Mass will be at
6:00 PM at St. Patrick Church. Adjustments made
as always in cases of funerals, Holy Days, and
feasts. This revised schedule will become
effective starting in July.

One of the fruits of the 33 Days to Eucharistic
Glory journey has been some discussion of
offering Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament on a
more regular basis. | will be meeting with some
people to discuss this possibility and how it might
work in the most beneficial way for the whole of
the parish community.

On a side note, | will not be at Saturday 4:30
Mass for the next three weeks. Okay, enough
cheering. | will be a personal event this Saturday,
at One Bread One Cup with several youth the
27th, and driving back from St. Meinard on the
4th. You will be in my prayers.
